ClaroRead Mac Toolbar Does Not Reappear
After Minimising
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If you minimise the ClaroRead toolbar, then click on the ClaroRead icon in the Dock and the toolbar doesn't

reappear, read below for instructions on how to fix this. This is also related to ScreenRuler working on
multiple monitors.

1. Click on the Apple logo in the top left of your screen
2. Select System Preferences
3. Select Mission Control
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4. Uncheck Displays have separate Spaces
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(>, Mission Control gives you an overview of all your open windows, thumbnails of your full-
L) screen applications, and Dashboard, all arranged in a unified view.

Automatically rearrange Spaces based on most recent use

When switching to an application, switch to a Space with open windows for the application

Group windows by application

Displays have separate Spaces |

Dashboard: = Off

Keyboard and Mouse Shortcuts

With a single keystroke, view all open windows, windows of the current application, or hide windows to locate
an item on the desktop that might be covered up.

Mission Control: =~ 1 a - E
Application windows: ~ | B = T
Show Desktop: F11 E &
Show Dashboard: F12 a = a

(for additional choices press Shift, Control, Option, or Command)

6. Launch ClaroRead - the toolbar will now reappear after you minimise it.
